 Our bodies are built around a supportive, protective framework of bones, known as a 

“skeleton”.  Without one, humans might look like bags of organs that wobble like jelly. 

 A baby is born with 300 bones in their skeleton but, as they grow up, some of these bones 

fuse together.  A fully grown adult skeleton has 206 bones ( A ) total.  The longest and strongest 

bone in the body is “femur”, or thigh bone.  The lightest bone is the “stapes”, found inside the ear. 

 Bone is a living tissue that can grow and repair itself.  Most bones in the body contain a 

hard mineral called “calcium phosphate” and a softer spongy material called “collagen”.  Together, 

these materials keep bones strong and light. 

 Bones do sometimes break.  When a break happens, blood will thicken around the broken 

part of the bone to create a “blood clot”.  This tells repair cells in the blood and tissue to start work.  

They work to create an area of soft healing tissue, known as a “callus”, that forms around the break, 

rejoining the bones.  The callus then hardens over time and gradually gets reshaped and smoothed 

out. 

 This healing process can ( B ) time and might even require an operation to help reset the 

bone.  Doctors use rigid plaster casts or splints to ( C ) sure that broken bones stay in one place so 

they can heal properly.
